	About the Organizer
	Hospital overview: It is the first large traditional Chinese medicine hospital established after the founding of the People's Republic of China. Combining medical treatment, research, education and healthcare, it is a modern general Grade-III Class-A traditional Chinese medicine hospital, which has been ranked among the top three in the list of the most competitive traditional Chinese medicine hospitals by GZ Asclepius Healthcare for three years in a row. It has a complete system of internal medicine, surgery, gynecology and pediatrics. There are 35 clinical departments including eight national key specialties. With a strong research strength, it boasts, among others, the National Traditional Chinese Medicine Clinical Research Center for Cardiovascular Diseases and the National Engineering Laboratory for Assessment of Clinical Efficacy and Safety of Traditional Chinese Medicine, Committed to education for traditional Chinese medicine professionals, it serves as an education base of the Traditional Chinese Medicine Clinical College of Peking University, the Clinical College of the Beijing University of Chinese Medicine, and the National Health Commission of China's traditional Chinese medicine training class for Western medicine students. 

Experience in fight against the COVID-19 pandemic: After the outbreak of the pandemic, we organized a team of 18 experts. They worked in the hospital that was on the front line of the hardest fight against the coronavirus. They had cured 140 COVID-19 patients, notably including 88 who were treated with only traditional Chinese medicine. We have rich managerial experience in epidemiological survey and disease screening. 

International cooperation in fight against COVID-19 pandemic: We sent eight experts to other countries to guidance on epidemic prevention and control. They helped the country cure all the 332 COVID-19 patients within 30 days. We also held a videoconference with medical care and educational institutions of Egypt, Nepal, Ukraine. More than 300 foreigners attended the event.

	Introduction of the Project Content
	Training content: The training content is composed of two parts: lectures on practical knowledge of COVID-19 prevent and control and country-specific seminars. Highlighting the combination of traditional Chinese medicine and Western medicine, the lectures are intended to share the unique efficacy of traditional Chinese medicine in COVID-19 treatment, expand - based on our abundant front-line clinical experience – coronavirus screening, diagnosis and treatment, patient nursing, follow-up visit and psychological intervention, etc., and share experience in joint prevention and control with global hospitals and health managers. The content of the lectures is listed as follows: 

1. China's national conditions and status quo of epidemic prevention and control 

2. Overview of viral respiratory infectious diseases 

3. Epidemiological survey and screening of infectious diseases such as COVID-19 

4. COVID-19 detection and diagnosis 

5. Common Western medicine treatments for COVID-19 

6. Western medicine treatments for critically ill patients with COVID-19 

7. Basic theory of traditional Chinese medicine 

8. Combination of traditional Chinese and Western medicine treatments for COVID-19 patients 

9. Analysis of COVID-19 etiology and pathogenesis from the perspective of traditional Chinese medicine 

10. Traditional Chinese medicine treatments for COVID-19 

11. Combination of Traditional Chinese and Western medicine in personal protection against COVID-19, and public health considerations 

12. Prognosis and follow-up of COVID-19 patients 

13. Post-pandemic psychological counseling 

The country-specific seminars will be hosted by three experts who were once on the front line of the fight against the COVID-19. They will answer key questions about COVID-19 to help countries prevent and control the pandemic. They will share China's latest COVID-19 clinical guidelines and make an in-depth analysis of COVID-19 treatments to provide first-hand valuable experience for front-line doctors.  

Training experts: Front-line doctors and nurses of our hospital, including members from the senior expert team of the National Administration of Traditional Chinese Medicine and some of the experts sent to United Arab Emirates. 

Online training: 13 lectures and 6 seminars are scheduled. 

Training time: In principle, two lectures or seminars are arranged every working day, lasting 2-3 hours each.

	Remarks 
	This training adopts ZOOM platform for online training, requiring network, computer, microphone, camera and other relevant equipment. 

During the teaching period, trainees shall observe the teaching time and discipline. The training completion certificate will be issued with the attendance record taken into consideration. 

Teaching discipline: Please enter ZOOM classroom 5 minutes in advance to prepare for class, and change your name to English name (consistent with that on passport)-nationality abbreviation. During the class, the host will turn off the microphones of trainees. When preparing for the class on the platform, each trainee shall turn on the video for roll call.
